 Fact Sheet for Military Personnel Attending Training at LCIT and NCOA 

Fort Gordon, GA

1.  The Army is in the process of testing a change on how funds are distributed to the field to support military students attending institutional training in a temporary duty or active duty training status.  Listed below are some important facts regarding the initiative and the changes that affect you.

·    Test begins with classes that start on or after 14 February 2003.

· Test includes all Army military components and ranks. 

· Test does not alter or stop your Basic Allowance for Subsistence.   

· Students are no longer required to call and make lodging reservations.  

Your order to execute travel to attend training will direct you to report to Building 250, Griffith Hall, Building 24402 for BNCOC
 students or the 15th Signal Brigade for Advanced Individual Training students.  Students reporting without a POV are encouraged to contact the Fort Gordon Lodging Office at (706) 791-2277 (DSN 780) before leaving their home station.

· Students will no longer be required to pay for lodging (on post or off post).  Cost of your stay will be funded by the training installation.  Majority of students will be housed on-post. 

· Students will no longer be required to pay for weekday meals.  Students will eat at assigned dining facilities or MWR activities.  Cost of your weekday meals will be funded by the installation.  Weekend and holiday meals will not be provided.  Soldier will be in a per diem status for meals (e.g., full locality meal rate) on weekends and federal holidays.

    


· Students attending MOS Advanced Individual Training (e.g., Assignment Oriented Training or MOS reclassification) are not eligible for weekend or holiday per diem for meals.  These soldiers will be messed seven days a week.

· If you are directed to travel by air, you are authorized to seek reimbursement for taxi rides NTE $42 a week.  If the taxi authorization applies to your travel situation, make sure your orders authorizes.  You will need to keep a daily log of taxi expenses.  Authorization upfront makes seeking reimbursement for incurred expenses easier.

· In and around POV travel, if approved by the order-issuing official, is limited as follows:

· Lodging on-post:  18 miles per day

· Lodging off-post:  38 miles per day



· Students are discouraged from bringing their dependents/family members to the training site.  Facilities are not available to provide adequate support.

· Early report to the training site is not authorized except for selected officers that are called to Immediate Active Duty to await Officer Basic Training.
