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MEMORANDUM FOR Signal Captains Career Course (SCCC) Students

SUBJECT:  SCCC Student Welcome Letter

Dear SCCC Student,

     Welcome to the Signal Captains Career Course at the United States Army Signal Center and Fort Gordon.  Here, you will be undertaking an extremely important part of your professional development.  This experience will provide you with new knowledge and skills.  It will also allow you to practice, improve, and share skills and knowledge you already possess.  The course is continually refined to ensure the subject matter is relevant for all units and to maximize the use of personal and professional skills essential to successful company grade signal officers.  This course will be a challenging and rewarding experience for you.

     The course is 18 weeks of highly technical instruction at Fort Gordon.  You will then go to Fort Leavenworth for six weeks for the CAS3 phase of the course.  Upon completion, you will return to Fort Gordon and officially graduate from the Signal Captains Career Course then move out to your next duty station.  While in the course, you will be assigned to Charlie Company, 442nd Signal Battalion.  If you arrive at Fort Gordon between 0800-1600 hours, Monday through Friday, you should report to Greely Hall, building 29809, Room 211.  If you arrive after normal duty hours or on a weekend or holiday, you should report to the 442nd Signal Battalion Staff Duty Officer located in Greely Hall, building 29809, phone number 791-8220.  Bring a copy of your orders and your PCS leave form.   Once you sign into the company, you will be given further guidance as to what paperwork to bring to the first day of inprocessing.  

    Some of the course material and certain tests and quizzes are on the Fort Gordon Blackboard server.  To facilitate the use of Blackboard when you arrive at the course, you should create a Blackboard account prior to arriving at Fort Gordon.  To create a Blackboard account, go to http://courses.gordon.army.mil.   Click on the ‘Create Account’ button.  Fill in the information requested.  Use your AKO email address and disregard Student ID.  For the user name use the last name and the first letter of your first name (for instance, the user name for Tom Overstreet would be overstreett). The password will be your class number (i.e., sccc0904 for class 09-04).  If you have any questions about creating a Blackboard account or if you have problems creating an account, contact the Battalion Blackboard Coordinator, Ms. Cathy Davis, at DSN 780-3729 or commercial 706-791-3729.

     We strongly recommend that each student bring a computer with a printer to the course.  You will also need the following items during the course; computer paper, Class A Uniform (for the Commanding General’s welcome reception, Dress Blue Uniform w/Cap, Complete Army PT Uniform (winter and summer), briefing supplies (markers, etc..), and appropriate civilian attire for semi-formal functions (coat and tie or casual evening dress or skirt with a blouse).
