Title V Permit Training

Fort Gordon is a US Army military base that is designed to fulfill many functions.  Currently the facility houses the headquarters for the US Army Signal Center (i.e. communications).  The main function of the base is to train personnel and operate the bases communications facilities.  Ft. Gordon also contains army units with other missions but these play a lesser role in the overall activities at the base.  In support of the bases mission there are many hundred and varied activities that produce emissions, but most are insignificant.  Some of the major emissions units which have conditions in the Title V permit are:

1.
A sizable vehicle servicing area with parts washers, solvent cleaners and paint booths,

2.
Ten diesel engine-driven peaking generators that have a combined maximum power output of 15.6 Megawatts of electricity.  The peaking capacity is enough to substantially reduce the peaking power demands of Fort Gordon during the summer, and 

3.
Over 341x106 Btu/hr of boiler heat input capacity base wide.

4.     Emergency Generators

5.     Fuel Storage tanks greater than 10,000 gallons.

We are expected to receive our Title V permit early spring. Once we receive it, ENRMO will develop training courses to support all activities in which one of the above sources applies. If your activity includes one or more of these listed sources you will be notified to attend this mandatory training.
