The past couple of months have seen several updates to the Web Portal, which includes new Portal Tip Booklet updates as well.  If you find yourself wondering about the changes, download the new Portal Tip Books that pertain to your Wave 2 area to see what we have been up to.

Army Enterprise System Integration Program (AESIP) Access and Creation of a Non-Standard Material Request
Non-standard items that are not cataloged in AESIP are one of the highest volume of data errors when migrating to GCSS-Army during Wave 2 conversion. The AESIP is the authoritative data source for catalog information for both standard and non-standard items. To request non-standard items be added to the master catalog prior to conversion, units will need to have access to the AESIP website.  It’s highly recommended a search be conducted first to determine if a request has already been submitted and cataloged to avoid multiple requests. If this is not accomplished prior to conversion, the items that have not been cataloged will not migrate from the legacy system to GCSS-Army. Inserted below are instructions on how to gain AESIP access along with two tutorial documents on how to create (request) a non-standard item with and without a NSLIN be added to the master catalog. 





Adding Unit Specific Components to Bill of Material (BOM)

   Most of you are aware of Component Listings as you knew them in PBUSE, will be replaced by a Bill of Material (BOM) in GCSS-Army.  The BOM(s) will provide a complete list of parts or components that are required to build a product (i.e. PBUSE Component Listings).  However, it is understood that many of you have specialized components that are required by your command to fit your specific needs.  If you have these types of components, there will be a GCSS-Army process to add components as Unit specific Operational Support Items to supplement the end item BOM (see TB New Article below).  However, these components MUST be in AESIP to allow you to build the components after Go-Live.  If AESIP access is required, use the link in the above article (Requesting Access to AESIP).




New D-270 Pre-Recorded Kick-Off Briefing established by PM, GCSS-Army

    PMO GCSS-Army has moved the D-240 Kickoff briefing to a recorded D-270 Kickoff briefing in GTRAC (See GTRAC Smart Book link below for instructions on how to register). Organizations have approximately 30 days to view the D-270 kick-off brief prior to their scheduled D-240 Pulse Check.  The D-270 kick off brief can be found under the Wave 2 NET section under "As Required Courses within GTRAC”.  (URL: www.gcss.army.mil/GTRAC).  This will be the avenue the PMO utilizes to confirm which organizations have viewed the D-270 kick-off brief within each Fielding Group and by Fielding Element.  This training should be viewed by all who will participate in any portion of the GCSS-Army fielding.  
   



Document for comparing the Data Staging Utility (DSU) Conversion Readiness Scorecard (CRS) Errors to EDMO Errors

   Once an Organization hits their D-240, the lead for GCSS-Army Wave 2 data cleansing effort transitions to the Program Manager, GCSS-Army.  They will produce a monthly DSU CRS for each Fielding Element and this report should be the organization’s focus on cleansing Data Conversion Errors.  Any customer will be able to pull their CRS by downloading it from the GCSS-Army Launch Pad (directions are below, “Retrieve Scorecard”) in the EDMO Portal.  The scorecard contains error reports equivalent to the EDMO “Data Conversion” errors on the EDMO Portal.  The terminology/wording on the DSU Scorecard may differ from terminology/wording on EDMO Error Reports.  To assist data cleansing efforts, use the document posted below to compare EDMO Data Conversion errors to their equivalent DSU CRS errors. 		WHAT:

		To provide instructions to the Unit Supply  and  Maintenance Managers  on the requirements and procedures for providing a list of AIT (HANDHELD TERMINAL) users and their subsequent authorizations to the Global Combat Support Systems –Army (GCSS-Army) Team using the ZAIT Template.  



		WHO:

		All Unit Supply and Maintenance Clerks, that will migrate to GCSS-Army.  Transactions can either by performed through the GCSS-Army portal or through AIT.  



		WHY:

		In order for any user to perform a transaction via AIT, it is a requirement for users to be setup in the GCSS-Army ZAIT table.  This table contains the AIT authorizations per user and per Plant/Storage Location (derived from DODAAC).  Additionally, ZAIT table controls individual transactions that the user can execute in AIT.  Any changes to the user’s authorizations will affect user’s menu when they logon to AIT application in GCSS-Army.  



		WHEN:

		Any changes to the user’s authorizations will affect user’s menu when they logon to AIT application in GCSS-Army.  Effectively, the Unit Supply and Maintenance Managers will authorize users to execute a task through AIT.  Upon such authorization, the user will see a new menu item in their AIT Main Menu screen.  If the authorization is taken away from the user, the menu item will disappear off the user’s AIT Main Menu screen.



		HOW:

		1.      To prepare for migration, the Unit Supply and Maintenance Managers are  required to provide a list of his/her users that will processes in AIT. This is required information, for GCSS-Army and it is provided by the managers on the AIT Template (‘UIC_FieldingElement_DATE_ZAIT.xls’ file).

		1.1 Verify, Validate and Update the AIT Template to Establish User Authorizations in GCSS-Army

		1)      Do not change the column order. Changing the column order may result in data being entered incorrectly into the ZAIT table.



		2)      Do validate the User IDs entered in column “EDIPI (User ID)”.



		3)      Do validate that the DODAAC is correct and is exactly 6 characters long in column “DODAAC”.



		4)      Do validate the date is in the future in column “End Date”.



		5)      Once all data is validated and/or provided save the file as with the naming convention that file was delivered  (‘UIC_FieldingElement_DATE_ZAIT.xls’ file).



		6)      The template must be sent back to DOC Data through the EDMO, Launch Pad prior to D-90 (refer to the embedded instructions)  



		7)      Ensure that there is at one person on the template with all yes’.
