SUBJECT: Intermediate Level Education (ILE) Update

1.  Purpose.  To provide an update on Intermediate Level Education (ILE)

2.  Facts.

     a.  ILE is the reworking of Command and Staff College as we know it.  CG, TRADOC is the program manager for ILE.  ILE will consist of two phases:  a core curriculum course and a qualification course.

b.  The core curriculum course is a 3-4 month MEL4 awarding course developed by the Command and General Officer Staff College (CGSOC).  Means of delivery include resident at Ft Leavenworth, distance learning/correspondence, or extended campus.  Ft Gordon is actively under consideration as an extended campus site.

c.  The qualification course prepares officers for duties in their respective branch or FA.  The Advanced Operations Warfighting Course is the qualification course for the Operational Career Field.  This is being developed by CGSOC.  For all other career fields, each FA is responsible for developing the qualification course.

d.  ILE implementation faces several challenges that are being worked at the DA level:

· Attendance Policy.  100% attendance increases TTHS account and causes personnel management side-effects

· Establish extended campus sites and attendance policies

· CGSOC Selection Board.  Plan is that Aug 02 board be last one

· Functional Area Training.  Program currently resourced by proponents and should be resourced by DA.  TRADOC will also publish Phase II ILE guidance to proponents
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
