Purpose.  Provide a progress report on the SRGEP

2.  Facts.

a.
In January 2001, SIGCEN began a partnership with the University of Maryland University College (UMUC) to establish the Signal Regiment Graduate Education Program.  This partnership has been a resounding success which we hope to build on in the future.


b.
The master’s degrees offered through this program are Telecommunications Management, Computer Systems Management (Applied Computer Systems track, Database Systems and Security track, Information Resources Management track, and Software Development track), Software Engineering, Iformation Technology, and Technology Management.

c.
The SRGEP has two phases:

· Phase I: UMUC’s online graduate program.  This allows officers to enroll and complete a graduate degree from anywhere in the world.  

· Phase II: resident COHORT at Ft Gordon.  This targets students attending military training at Ft Gordon and allows them to get 9 credit hours towards several degrees offered by UMUC.  The courses are conducted on Saturdays over a 14-week period, with online work and group collaboration during the week.  Our first class of 29 students finished the program on 3 Nov 2001.
